Registered as a UNESCO World Heritage Site, the 6th-century Derbent (Darband) fortification complex is considered the largest defensive structure of Sasanian
Persia in the Caucasus. It is now located in the Republic of Dagestan, the southernmost tip of Russia, where Westerners have been advised against traveling to
due to the bloody conflicts between Islamist groups and Russian forces. This film illuminates the historical significance of the fortification system, which was
originally built to guard the northern frontier of the Persian Empire (lran).

"Derbent; What Persia Left Behind" also explores the unique architecture of the massive fortress, and how it has been preserved for some fifteen centuries by
Persian, Arab, and Turkish rulers. Built strategically in the narrowest area between the Caucasus Mountains and Caspian Sea, the fortification includes the
northernmost Middle Persian (Pahlavi) inscriptions in the world, which are in danger of destruction. The 42 km defense wall of the complex toward the Black
Sea was already destroyed during the Soviet era.

Abstract:

Working in digital environments in general and engaging in Digital Humanities projects in particular has gained momentum in the DOT community as in all
academic disciplines. The new DH section of the DOT 2022 is a good proof of that. However, researchers who deal with non-Latin scripts in digital environments
often face challenges and problems that those who work with Latin script based languages are not aware of. Software is mostly developed in English and in or
for the “Global North”, thus excluding possible use cases with non-Latin scripts from their agenda.

15
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Under the title of “Disrupting Digital Monolingualism” (King’s College 2020), we want to offer a panel discussion aiming to debate different views and
experiences with cultural and technological asymmetries in the panelists research in general and in DH projects in particular. We see digital monolingualism not
only as a challenge for conducting research with non-Latin scripts in Digital Humanities projects but also as a barrier to global scholarly exchange in general (e.g.
lack of visibility of and access to research/sources in non-Anglophone languages and non-Latin scripts).

Furthermore, through this panel discussion we also aim to strengthen the faculty-library dialogue and collaboration in order to co-design more multilingually
enabled knowledge infrastructures in academia in the future. The recently established “Multilingual DH Lab” at the new Ada Lovelace Center for Digital
Humanities at Freie Universitat Berlin as well as the foundation of a new working group on multilingual DH in the DHd-association are steps in this direction
that we want to expand on. The panel discussion thus aims to provide a critical space to elaborate on the relevant questions of multilingual (non-Latin scripts)
Digital Humanities, especially when it comes to advocating multilingually enabled knowledge infrastructures and networking within the DOT community and
beyond.

The panel discussion is organised in collaboration with and sponsored by the Berlin University Alliance (BUA) Project “Closing the gap in Non-Latin Scripts”. It is
moderated by Dr. Jonas Miiller-Laackman (Staats- und Universitatsbibliothek Hamburg) and Dr. Cosima Wagner (Freie Universitat Berlin, University Library).
